METHOD OF USE 

The substrates should be firmly rubbed with a clean, colourless cloth, 

wetted with Cleaner E. In case the substrate is strongly contaminated 

repeat this once more.  

 

Note: It is recommended to carry out a trial in advance on a small piece, 

to check whether the substrate will be affected by Cleaner E. 

 

Drying time: Pretreatment of teakwood decks: Prep P can be applied 

immediately. For other applications a drying time of 5 minutes is 

recommended.
